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Imagine that your group has to develop a personal information manager (PIM) that includes an e-mail client, appointments calendar, address book and to-do list. Imagine that you have three months to produce the final version of the software and four weeks to produce the first prototype which will be evaluated by the users. Imagine that the continuation of your project depends upon the users being satisfied with your first prototype.

Your task is to produce a use case analysis and a class model for the prototype that you would build within the first four weeks of the imaginary project just described. Clearly, because of the tight schedule, you would only aim to realize the most important use cases in this first prototype.

The use case analysis and class model must be delivered during the next workshop which will take place on Thursday 16 November 2006.
